WHAT:
AMC 10 and AMC 12 (American Mathematics Competitions sponsored by the Mathematical Association of America).
WHEN:
Thursday, February 7th, 2019, from 1:30 to 4:00 PM

WHERE:
Student Union, Campanile Room, on the campus of South Dakota State University, Brookings, South Dakota
WHY:
SDSU will serve (for the ninth year) as testing site for the competitions.  This means that neither you nor your school needs to register with AMC, nor pay registration fees, nor purchase exams/solutions, nor score exams.  There is no limit to the number of your students allowed to participate.  For more details and practice problems, select the “competitions” tab at www.maa.org.  The competition has over 350,000 students participating annually, in over 6,000 schools.
WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

AMC 12 Eligibility – Any student in a program leading to a high school diploma, and under 19.5 years of age on the day of the contest.
AMC 10 Eligibility – Any student in a program leading to a high school diploma, and under 17.5 years of age on the day of the contest, and not enrolled in grades 11 or 12 or equivalent.

CALCULATORS ARE NOT PERMITTED.  Scratch paper and graph paper will be provided.  Students should have Number 2 lead pencils.  In addition they may bring ruler, compass, protractor and eraser.  The AMC disallows the use of all electronics on its examinations.  No problems on the contest will require the use of a calculator.

The format is 75 minute, timed, 25 multiple choice questions.

Each student is allowed to keep their copy of the examination AND AT THE END OF THE EXAM WILL ALSO RECEIVE A COMPLETE SET OF SOLUTIONS TO TAKE WITH THEM.
